FOR CARPORT POSITION:

Lower arm to shortest position.

Press the release lever (see inset) and
pull the arm away to a vertical position.
Adjust height. Drive stakes through
holes in patio foot into the ground. Re-
peat for other side.

TO CLOSE AWNING:

Pull stakes from the ground, lower arm to the shortest position,
swing arm toward the vehicle, and snap the patio foot into the
bracket. Repeat for other side and proceed to next step.

Ensure that the lock is in the “roll-down” position
prior to swinging arms toward vehicle. Failure to
do so can cause damage to the lock mechanism.
